Award identifies and recognizes 50 fastest-growing, privately held companies in Middle Tennessee

Cavalry received recognition as a Future 50 company in a special section published by the Tennessean and at a reception and awards dinner on Thursday, September 18, 2008 at the Renaissance Nashville Hotel.

“This year’s competition was made especially difficult by the high number of applications we received – as a matter of fact, the highest in almost four years,” said Charles Sueing, president of the Sueing Agency, Nationwide Insurance & Financial Services and chairman of the Chamber’s small business council.  “It goes to show the strength of these companies, despite the challenges of a less-than-perfect economy.”
